Drug Preparation: Chlorothiazide Suspension 50mg/ml (30mL) (Diuril)                                    
1. Compounding procedure if not commercially available:    ****Oral Suspension****

Ingredients:   Chlorothiazide 250mg Tablets # 6
		Ora-Plus Suspension Vehicle – 12mL
		Simple Syrup – quantity sufficient to make a total volume of 30mL
· Pulverize Chlorothiazide tablets thoroughly in a mortar (tablets must be crushed to a fine powder to facilitate suspending). 
· Levigate crushed tablets with a small amount of Ora-Plus to form a thick, viscous mass. Gradually add all of the Ora-Plus in attempt to form a uniform suspension.
· Pour initial suspension in a 2oz amber glass bottle. Use simple syrup to rinse mortar and pestle.
· Add enough simple syrup to bring the final volume to 30mL.

4. Clinical Information:

· Dose & Administration: Neonates – 10-20mg/kg/dose (q12h), pediatric 10-20 mg/kg/dose (q8h-12h) Maximum dose = 2 gm/day
· Indication: thiazide diuretic
· Contraindications: Anuria, Hypersensitivity to chlorothiazide or other sulfonamides. Use with caution: Avoid lithium, Electrolyte imbalance (e.g. hypokalemia, hyponatremia, hypomagnesemia, hypercalcemia), Hepatic disease. Intravenous use in infants and children not recommended, Renal disease (may precipitate azotemia)
· Adverse Effects: hypokalemia, hyponatremia, hyperglycemia, hyperuricemia
